Household Survey Data

The survey was designed in order to allow data to be collected about the survey respondent as well as
data about one other adult and one other child in the household wherever possible. This was done
by asking which adult and which child had the next upcoming birthday, a standard survey research
procedure. Data about the other adult and other child is presented immediately following the survey
respondent data for each issue.

This section assumes a basic level of understanding regarding the interpretation of statistical survey
data. For information regarding the interpretation of tables, refer to the introduction of the
previous section. The tables presented for each variable include information regarding households as
well as adults and children whenever applicable. Variables are considered in light of the key
independent variables examined in the previous section: race/ethnicity, income categories,
educational attainment levels, age categories, and geographic location. For ease of use, some tables
from the previous section are repeated in this section so that complete data for teach topic may be
found in one location. It should be noted that when reading the frequency tables that are presented
at the beginning of each issue, the valid percent column is the one commonly used for statistical
interpretation.
