Submit your completed application packet no later than February 1, 2010, to the PDK representative listed above. All applications
are reviewed by a chapter screening committee that has until March 1 to forward its top two applications to PDK International for
final competition.

APPLICATION GUIDELINES

* Essay — Attach your written response to the essay question on 8 % x 11 inch white paper. Limit your response to 500 words or less.
The essay must be typed and double spaced. Your full name should appear on each page. The essay question is on page three of
this application.

* Reference Letters — Two letters of reference are required, and only two will be accepted. One letter must be from a person famil-
iar with your academic abilities and school activities; the second letter may come from a person of your choice. Both letters should
address your interest in teaching and the qualities that will make you a successful educator. Your full name should appear in the up-
per right corner of each letter of recommendation.

* Transcript — Request a copy of your high school transcript from your school counselor. Your transcript must include class size,
class rank, and grade point average.
